Intended to provide a richer context for the issues posed
in Part One, this book provides a comprehensive but
accessible account of the generic provisions governing
sentencing, both as a question of principle and as a
procedural challenge. Particular attention is paid to recent
Court of Appeal interpretations and guidance. It goes

on to detail the legislation and case law relating to each
specific kind of sentence, order and ancillary measure, from
automatic life imprisonment for a second serious offence
to banning orders for football offenders. Intermediate
measures such as deferment of sentence and committal
for sentence are fully explored, as are the consequences of
breach of conditional discharge or suspended sentence.

Although written with probation and youth justice workers
primarily in mind, it is likely to be valuable to other criminal
justice practitioners seeking a convenient reference book.

An optional ‘BOOKmark’ accessory allows you to open B.O.O.K. to the
exact place you left it in a previous session — even if B.O.O.K. has been
closed. Numerous BOOKmarks can be used in a single B.O.O.K. if the user
wants to store multiple views at once. You can also make personal notes next
to B.O.O.K. text entries with an optional input device, the Portable Erasable
Nib Cryptic Intercommunication Language Stylus (PE.N.C.IL.S.).

Portable, durable, and affordable, B.O.O.K. is surely the information storage/
retrieval system of the future.
